The service grew popularyer
quickly and it soon made sense for Twitter to mowutside of Obvious. In May 2007, Twitter Incorp@@tvas
founded.
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Simplicity has played an important role in Twitsesuccess. People are eager to connect with atloptepand
Twitter makes that simple. Twitter asks one questidvhat's happening?" Answers must be under 140
characters in length and can be sent via mobiknggxinstant message, or the web.
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No, in fact, Twitter solves information overload tlyanging expectations traditionally associatedh witline
communication. At Twitter, we ask one question, ‘athhappening?” The answers to this questionoaridé
most part rhetorical. In other words, users doaxpect a response when they send a message temitt
the receiving end, Twitter is ambient--updates frigyar friends and relatives float to your phone, iMweb
site and you are only expected to pay as much littlasattention to them as you see fit.

The result of using Twitter to stay connected viitnds, relatives, and coworkers is that you hagense of
what folks are up to but you are not expected $poad to any updates unless you want to. This mgansan
step in and out of the flow of information as ittstyou and it never queues up with increasing dehtd your
attention. Additionally, users are very much inttohof whose updates they receive, when they vecgiem,
and on what device. For example, we provide settingscheduling Twitter to automatically turn aff
dinnertime and users can switch off Twitter updattesny point.

Simply put, Twitter is what you make of it--recei@dot of information about your friends, or justi@y bit. It's
up to them.
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
